VITA 

Volunteer Income Tax Assistance (VITA): This service program starts in February and runs 

until April 15th each year on an appointment basis. The tax preparers are certified by the 

IRS to prepare taxes and electronically file the paperwork. The best thing about this     

program is there is no fee and it is open to the community by appointment. 

 
 We are planning for the new VITA tax season. If you live in the Dayton area and have a 

few hours a week to serve the community from Feb 2012 to April 2012, consider volun-

teering with the Dayton Christian Center. We need tax preparers and greeters for our   

program this year. 

 

 Last year with the support of one tax preparer who donated 5-10 hours per week was able 

to complete 186 Federal returns and 155 State returns, bringing close to $150,000 back 

into the community.  

 

 This year we hope to have appointment slots to serve double the number of individuals 

 and families as last year.

We even had a young 

girl and her mom stop by and say ñwe love having the garden in our neighborhood, please donôt take it awayò, 

as they saw us removing some of the dead brush.
